insist on good 
attendance (over 95%) 
and punctuality and 
provide support where 
needed. Provide 
regular information on 
student attendance. 

Classwork and 
Homework 

support and encourage 
learning at home; 
ensure all deadlines are 
met.  

take responsibility 
for my own 
learning; work hard 
and complete all 
tasks set to the best 
of my ability, 
meeting all 
deadlines. Tell a 
teacher if I am 
worried or 
concerned about 
any aspect of my 
learning. 

provide quality learning 
experiences with a 
broad and balanced 
curriculum; teach 
effective lessons and 
prepare appropriate 
work that is 
challenging and 
regularly assessed.
