Footwear should include shoes or boots | Trainers, canvas shoes, sliders, crocs,
appropriate for a school environment. flip flops, Uggs (or similar) are not
permitted.

A Sixth Form lanyard must be worn and visible at all times. This is a requirement
for the safeguarding of the school and it is therefore essential that it is visible and
worn around the neck at all times.

Coats and scarves must be taken off on entering the school building. Mobile
phones and any electrical devices must also be out of sight when walking around
the school building.

Jewellery should not be excessive.

Ultimately, the decision whether clothing is suitable for a school environment rests
with the Head of Sixth Form and the Senior Leadership team.
